(one block beyond Grace Street) 
Turn LEFT onto N. 9TH ST. 
Turn LEFT onto GRACE ST. 
** St. Peter’s is on right.  No parking at Church.   
** (There are parking garages/lots on Grace,  
       Franklin and 8th.  Most area streets are one way.) 

From South:
